He illustrated this by Himself washing their 

feet; then He shared a meal with them: the basis for our 

Communion Service.  

This Agape Service is one of quiet reflection, with liturgy, 

music, silence and symbolism, lasting approximately one hour. 

This service will take place at 7.00pm on Maundy Thursday 

evening (2nd April).
